On August 23 2008, 44 ordinary people from 17 different countries sailed to Gaza on two small wooden boats, the FREE GAZA and the LIBERTY. We did what our governments would not do - we broke the Siege of Gaza. For the first time in over 40 years, international ships docked at Gaza Port. For the first time in over 60 years, Palestinians freely entered and exited their own country. Since then, the Free Gaza Movement has organized many further siege-breaking voyages to Gaza. We will go to Gaza again and again and again, until the Israeli siege is shattered once and for all and the people of Gaza have free access to the rest of the world.
